§The first five books were called the Torahor the 
Law and were written by Moses and Joshua.



Deuteronomy 31:24-26

ñSo it was, when Moses had completed writing 

the words of this law in a book, when they were 

finished, that Moses commanded the Levites, 

who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD, 

saying: ñTake this Book of the Law, and put it 

beside the ark of the covenant of the LORD your 

God, that it may be there as a witness against 

you.ò



Joshua 24:25-28

ñSo Joshua made a covenant with the people 

that day, and made for them a statute and an 

ordinance in Shechem.ò

ñThen Joshua wrote these words in the Book 

of the Law of God. And he took a large stone, 

and set it up there under the oak that was by 

the sanctuary of the LORD. And Joshua said to 

all the people, ñBehold, this stone shall be a 

witness to us, for it has heard all the words of 

the LORD which He spoke to us. It shall 

therefore be a witness to you, lest you deny 

your God. So Joshua let the people depart, 

each to his own inheritance.ò



§Many scholars believe Jobis the oldest 

book in the Bible and was re-written by 

Moses. Job very well may have been 

mentioned in Gen 46:13, and Eliphaz who 

was one of Jobôs counselors is likely 

mentioned in Gen 36:10.



§So in the classic definition of inspiration 

what part of the Bible was not God 

inspired? 

§The Ten Commandments.

§Why? They were written by Godôs own 

handïExodus 31:18



5 basic principles used to 

determine scripture

1. Is it authoritative?

2. Is it prophetic?

3. Is it authentic?

4. Is it dynamic?

5. Was it received, collected and used?

the Bible are:

1. It has forty authors 

2. It was written in 3 languages

a. Hebrew

b. Aramaic

c. Greek

3. It was written over a period of 1500 years
